3. Enrolled in college preparatory courses
4. Two teacher recommendations

5. Complete required essay

3. Include two letters of recommendation
from teachers.

4. Include a transcript of your high
school grades including the first two
marking periods of your current year.

5. Include a list of extracurricular school
and community activities.
