In July, faculty and students attended the annual Northeastern Academy of
Criminal Justice Sciences (NEACJS) Conference in Gettysburg, Pennsylvania,
where several presented research and also won significant awards.

Criminal Justice master’s student Blake Cronin received the Michael Israel
Graduate Student Scholarship, which is presented in honor of Mike Israel to
recognize his contributions to public policy and criminal justice. The scholarship
is awarded annually to a student pursuing a graduate degree in Criminal Justice
or Criminology.
