“It feels great to be in a professional
environment. This experience has enabled me to get a better understanding of my
strengths and weaknesses.”

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professor of Political Science, who coordinates the program.

Since the mid-1970s more than 1,000 Stockton students have completed para-
professional internships in Washington, D.C.

The Hughes Center scholarship helps defray the cost of living in the nation’s capital,
making it possible for students to participate in internships, said Daniel J. Douglas,
executive director.

Salamacha, who has spent past summers as a lifeguard in Wildwood, plans to pursue
public policy work or possibly go to law school after graduation this May. “I really like the
public policy type work that | am currently doing at my internship,” he said.
